Our AAUW Tahoe Nevada branch has received a non-profit 501(c)(3) 
designation from the Internal Revenue Service, effective Nov. 2013  What does this mean 
to you? 1) Your local branch dues of $15 are tax deductible for this year and future 
years. 2) Any contribution made to our local branch scholarship fund is now tax deductible 
3) If you do not qualify for national AAUW membership, but have made a donation of $50 
to participate in our branch activities as a Friend, this donation is also tax deductible. 4) 
This also allows our branch to continue to enjoy the benefits of Parasol membership so that 
we can continue to hold our monthly meetings in the RJ Reynolds building without a 
fee.  For AAUW national dues - $46 of your $49 membership is tax deductible for that 501
(c)(3); the other $3 goes to support the AAUW Action Fund's Section 501(c)(4) (Lobby 
Corps and get-out-the-vote) activities; AAUW NV State dues are not tax deductible, be-
cause the state is a 501(c)(4) organization.
